DOPING POLICY REGULATIONS OF BLIND SPORT NEW ZEALAND
1.
Policy

1.1
Doping is strictly forbidden and is a breach if these regulations. Doping is an offence 



punishable under the Rules and Regulations of Blind Sport New Zealand.

2.
Definition

2.1
All terms used in these Regulations shall have the meaning ascribed to them by the 



Constitution of Blind Sport New Zealand, unless otherwise indicated.


2.2
“BSNZ” means Blind Sport New Zealand.



“Competitor” means a person who -



(a)
is a New Zealand citizen; or



(b)
is present in New Zealand: or



(c)
is competing for New Zealand.



“Doping” means the presence in a competitor’s body of any substance, or evidence of 



the use of a method of doping by a competitor, where such substance or method is 



included in the current New Zealand Sports Drug Agency Schedule of Drugs and 



Doping Methods.



“Tournament” means any tournament, competition or other event sanctioned, 



recognised, 
governed or under the jurisdiction of IBSA and/or Blind Sport New Zealand 



and/or any affiliated body.

3.
Application

3.1
These regulations apply to:



(a) 
all competitors in New Zealand regardless of citizenship; and



(b)
all New Zealand competitors overseas.

4.
Testing Agency

4.1
Blind Sport New Zealand authorises the New Zealand Sports Drug Agency to test for 



doping on its behalf.


4.2
The New Zealand Sports Drug Agency or Blind Sport New Zealand may authorise other 



agencies to test for doping in New Zealand or overseas on their behalf.

5.
Submission to Testing

5.1
Any member of an affiliated body or any competitor may be required to undergo:



(a)
testing for dope conducted at any Tournament; or



(b)
testing for doping conducted out of any Tournament.


5.2
It is a breach of these Regulations to refuse to undergo any testing for doping authorised 


by these Regulations, or to undertake any manoeuvres or manipulation that make it 



impossible to carry out any testing for doping authorised by these Regulations.

6.
Procedures

6.1
Testing for doping shall be carried out in accordance with the requirements and 



procedures of the New Zealand Sports Drug Agency.


6.2
A summary of the requirements and procedures of the New Zealand Sports Drug

7.
Misconduct

7.1
Any competitor who commits breach of these Regulations shall automatically be 



immediately suspended from participation in the tournament and from their sport 



pending the outcome of an inquiry pursuant to the Rules and Regulations of Blind 



Sport New Zealand.


7.2
In the event that upon such inquiry misconduct is established then the Board or 



Sub-Committee (as the case may be) shall impose such punishment as it thinks fit but any 



penalty must, as a minimum, be that recommended in Chapter IX of the International 



Olympic Committee Medical Code (1998) as modified below, namely;



(a)
first offence - suspension from their sport for two(2) years;



(b)
second offence - suspension from their sport for life.

8.
Application

8.1
All Clubs, Centres, Zones and members of Affiliated Member Groups, as defined in the 



Constitution of Blind Sport New Zealand, shall be bound by these Regulations.

9.
List of Doping Classes and Methods

9.1
The Lists of prohibited substances and prohibited methods is that maintained from 



time to time by the New Zealand Sports Drug Agency and published in the current 



New Zealand Sports Drug Agency Schedule of Drugs and Doping Methods. Copies of
