ALL BOWLERS MUST BE REGISTERED BLIND OR PARTIALLY SIGHTED, AND HAVE A SIGHT CLASSIFICATION NO GREATER THAN B4.

ALL BOWLERS MUST HAVE A CURRENT BSNZ SIGHT CERTIFICATE FORM. ALL NEW BOWLERS MUST PRODUCE A CURRENT BSNZ SIGHT CERTIFICATE WITHIN FOUR WEEKS OF THEIR FIRST MATCH. CERTIFICATES MUST BE SENT TO THE ASSISTANT FIXTURE SECRETARY IN THE FIRST INSTANCE, WHO WILL THEN SUBMIT THEM TO BSNZ.

NEW PLAYERS MAY BE REGISTERED AT ANY TIME DURING THE LEAGUE. PLAYERS MUST BE REGISTERED WITH THE FIXTURE SECRETARY AT LEAST 7 DAYS BEFORE PLAYING.

UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES WILL THE FIXTURE SECRETARY GIVE THE RESULTS OF MATCHES VERBALLY TO ANYONE, INCLUDING COMMITTEE MEMBERS, PRIOR TO THE END OF A PLAYING PERIOD EXCEPT TO ADVISE OF A TEAM REACHING A FINAL WHEN DELAY WOULD BE DETRIMENTAL. RESULTS WILL BE SENT TO ALL TEAM CAPTAINS / SECRETARIES AT THE SAME TIME. FOR TEAMS WISHING TO HAVE RESULTS SENT BY EMAIL, THIS WILL BE DONE 24 HOURS AFTER POSTAL RESULTS SENT.

A MINIMUM OF FOUR SETS OF SCORES (8 GAMES) MUST BE RECORDED AND SUBMITTED BEFORE THE END OF MATCH PERIOD 9 FOR A PLAYER TO BE ELIGIBLE FOR FINALS. RESERVES GAMES MUST BE PLAYED AT THE SAME TIME AND PLACE AS THE REPRESENTATIVE TEAM FOR THAT MATCH PERIOD.

ONLY 1 B4 PLAYER CAN SCORE IN A MATCH, BUT MORE B4's CAN BE RESERVES.

ANY CHANGES TO THE DATE, TIME AND PLACE OF PLAYING MUST BE NOTIFIED TO THE FIXTURE SECRETARY AT LEAST 24 HOURS BEFORE THE PREVIOUSLY SUBMITTED TIME OF PLAYING.

THE FIXTURE SECRETARY WILL HAVE THE DISCRETION TO VARY DATES ETC. IN THE EVENT OF AN EMERGENCY. IT IS THE FIXTURE SECRETARY WHO DECIDES THAT AN OCCURRENCE IS AN EMERGENCY, AND ANY TEAM THAT BELIEVES IT HAS A CASE FOR EMERGENCY CANCELLATION OF A MATCH MUST INFORM THE FIXTURE SECRETARY IMMEDIATELY.
